Day 1		  Seattle, WA
Take flight to Seattle and enjoy an evening on your 
own, anticipating your cruise that begins tomorrow!

Day 2	 L, D	 At Sea
Start your morning with a guided tour of Seattle.  Plan 
to board Norwegian Cruise Line’s Norwegian Pearl 
early this afternoon, and set sail at 4:00 PM.

Day 3	 B, L, D	 Inside Passage
Travel through a maze of bays, straits, arms and fjords 
as you cruise past an ever-changing panorama of 
unspoiled beauty!

Day 4	 B, L, D	 Juneau, AK
Alaska’s capital city.  Step ashore and shop for gold 
nuggets or visit mighty Mendenhall Glacier, located 
right outside of town.

Day 5	 B, L, D	 Skagway, AK
Few one-time boomtowns retain the flavor of the gold 
rush days like Skagway.  This “Gateway to the Klondike” 
is preserved as a National Historic Park and features one 
of the oldest narrow-gauge railroads in existence.

Day 6	 B, L, D	 Cruising Glacier Bay
Spread across 3.2 million acres in Southeast Alaska, this 
protected national park is home to 15 active glaciers, 
numerous seabirds, otters and humpback whales. If 
you’re lucky, you may even witness enormous walls of 
ice crash thunderously into the sea.

Day 7	 B, L, D	 Ketchikan, AK
Much of this historic town is built on trestles, docks, 
and pilings at the water’s edge.  View the largest col-
lection of totem poles in the world at Totem Bight State 
Historical Park.

Day 8	 B, L, D	 Victoria, BC
A touch of England awaits: afternoon tea, double-decker 
buses, the famed Butchart Gardens - a brilliant tapestry 
of color spread across 50 blooming acres.

Day 9	 B	 Home
Disembark the ship this morning and begin the flight 
home from Seattle.  What a memorable trip this has 
been!
