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COURSE INFORMATION

Course Description

EG 060. Fundamentals of English. 3 hours credit. Prerequisite: ASSET, COMPASS, or ACT placement score. This course will enable the student to write paragraphs and an essay that demonstrate grammatical, organizational, and analytical competence for enrollment in an English Composition I course. The student will engage in intensive review and practice of basic grammar and writing skills necessary for a college-level writing class.

Course Placement

After taking the ASSET or COMPASS test, any student receiving a raw combined scale score below 80 on the "Writing Skills" and "Reading Skills" tests or a score less than 18 on the ACT will be advised to enroll in Fundamentals of English, or either EG 040 or EG 050 in the Academic Achievement Center.

Writing Sample

The student will be asked to write one or two paragraphs on the first day of class to provide the instructor with an indication of the student's writing ability and to insure correct placement in the course. If the student's writing sample meets the criteria of organization, development, flow of expression, thought, and mechanics that might indicate the ability to complete English Composition I, the instructor may recommend that the student enroll in an English Composition I course. In addition, the student who

cannot read and write at a level necessary to complete this course may be advised to enroll in supplemental reading or writing courses in the Academic Achievement Center, and/or to obtain a tutor. (Refer to ASSET, Compass and ACT Placement Scores Guidelines.)

Course Relevance

The principles taught in this course will enable the student to produce original, clear, and accurate written texts necessary for college-level writing. The student will develop a clearer sense of using the English language by writing a variety of paragraphs, writing an essay, reviewing grammar basics, and reading and responding to various texts. Through this exposure, the student will acquire the skills necessary for producing college-level essays.

A collegiate level dictionary (available in the bookstore) is also highly recommended.

Learning Outcomes

The intention is for the student to:

1. Develop, organize, and write error free paragraphs which uses a variety of rhetorical patterns.

2. Develop, organize, and write an essay that is at least 500 words in length.

3. Demonstrate an awareness of correct English grammar, structure, and style.

Through the student’s involvement in this course, he/she will develop his/her ability in

Communication Skills

1. Creation and delivery of messages

· Through brainstorming, drafting, and revising skills and practice, the student will write paragraphs based on a variety of rhetorical patterns.

· Through brainstorming, drafting, and revising skills and practice, the student will write at least one essay incorporating at least one rhetorical mode.

· Through the reading of model paragraphs and essays, the student will analyze the structure, style, and content of a text.

Analytical Thinking Skills

2. Critical thinking

· Through written assignments and classroom participation activities, the student will develop critical thinking and analytical skills as applied to writing.

Major Summative Assessment Task

These learning outcomes and the Learning PACT skills will be demonstrated by:

1. Developing, organizing, and writing a “Common” essay assignment given during the 15 th week of the course which demonstrates an awareness of correct English grammar, structure, and style.

Student Engagement Expectation

Methods of Grading and Evaluation:
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The schedule and procedures in this course are subject to change in the event of extenuating circumstances.

INSTITUTIONAL POLICIES

Attendance: Students are expected to attend all scheduled class and examination meetings.  Students are also expected to maintain satisfactory progress in each of the classes in which they are enrolled.  Thus, whenever absences become excessive and, in the instructor’s opinion, minimum course objectives cannot be met due to absences, the student may, at the discretion of the instructor, be withdrawn from the course. If a student is withdrawn by the instructor for excessive absences, a grade of “WT” (withdrawn by teacher) will be recorded on his/her permanent record.  Instructors are responsible for clearly stating their attendance policy and administrative drop policy in the course syllabus, and it is the student’s responsibility to be aware of those policies.

Procedural Clarifications:

1. Students should not miss class for any reason other than a college activity or an emergency, as determined by the instructor (i.e., death in the family, health).

2. Student absences for approved college activities will not accrue as excessive absences.

3. Students will be allowed to make up work missed as a result of college approved activities.

4. Students will make up work before the absence for the approved college activity or within one week after returning to class.  Students will check with each instructor prior to the absence to arrange for make-up times.

5. Activity sponsors will publish a timely list of students who will be absent because of an approved college activity.

Academic Honesty: Effective learning may involve differences of opinion and views between the student and faculty.  Students are responsible, however, for learning the content of course of study outlined by the instructor, regardless of how the student feels privately.  This attainment for content must be reached in an honest and forthright manner.  Students who compromise the integrity of the academic process are subject to disciplinary action on the part of the college.
    Students who have been accused of violating a standard of honesty may protect themselves with a series of appeal processes and are assured of due process and procedure.  A student may appeal faculty and administration decisions concerning academic honesty.  The first step is with the Division Dean, who, if necessary, may inform the student of further steps in the procedure.  These can include appeals to the Vice President for Student Services and College President if the student deems this necessary.

Violations Include:
1. Cheating, in any form, whether in formal examinations or elsewhere.

2. Plagiarism, using the work of others as ones own without assigning proper credit to the source.

3. Misrepresentation of any work done in the classroom or in preparation for a class.

4. Alteration of any documents pertaining to academic records.

5. Disruptive behavior in a course of study or abusiveness toward faculty or fellow students.

Students violating such standards must accept the consequences which may include a failing grade, suspension or dismissal from the class or college.

Incompletes: If a student who has been making a passing grade cannot complete the work in a course due to illness (or other sufficient reason), an instructor, at his/her discretion, may enter an "I" temporarily on the student's record at the end of the term when the final grade roster is submitted.  It is the student's responsibility to initiate the verbal or written contract with the instructor.  The "I" will change to an "F" if the work is not completed within the first 6 weeks of the following semester (excluding summer), unless an extension of time is granted by the agreement of the appropriate dean and the instructor of the course.  The student is entirely responsible for completing the work which will remove the "I."

DEPARTMENTAL POLICIES

English Department Plagiarism Policy: 

The English Department has determined that the following two statements represent its policy on plagiarism.  (Credit is given to Dr. Peter Zoller, Wichita State University, for providing the language and thought included in the statement on plagiarism and intellectual responsibility.)  

PLAGIARISM (Short Form)

Copying or otherwise using another’s work and presenting it as one's own constitutes plagiarism.  Plagiarism is grounds for failure of the assignment or of the class.

PLAGIARISM (Long Form)   

Every person who enrolls at Butler County Community College should understand that to submit work which is not his or her own violates the purposes of the college and of his or her presence here.  On of the purposes of the college is to create conditions which encourage and enable the student to be intellectually mature and responsible.

One violation of the principle of intellectual responsibility is commonly call "plagiarism."  In general terms, it consists of putting something over on the instructor.  There are two judges of whether this has happened.  The student, when he or she hands in a paper, knows either that it is his or her own work, and that he or she deserves whatever praise or criticism it elicits, or that it is in part the work of someone else-a friend, a book, an article, a newspaper column.  The teacher also judges.  If it is disclosed that a paper which he or she has read as the work of a certain student is not wholly the work that student after all, the teacher feels that someone has tried to put something over on him or her.  "Intellectually responsibility" means a certain relation between teacher and student.  It is the relationship that exists when, despite the fact that the teacher is a teacher and the student a student, education is seen as a conversation between adults, a joint exploration, a serious and straightforward undertaking.

English Composition I and II require you to write a great many papers.  "Intellectually responsibility" does not mean that all of each paper is necessarily your own; it does mean that whatever is not your own be acknowledged.  If you quote a passage, put quotation marks around it and indicate the source, in a footnote or in parentheses.  If you rephrase a passage which someone else wrote, say so, giving the source.  If you obtain an important idea from another person or from you reading, say so , indicating at the same time whether you worked out the details for yourself, whether you altered the idea, added to it, and so on.  If it takes a full paragraph to explain the genesis of part or all of your paper, write a full paragraph  It is no enough to be ready to explain afterward.  By acknowledging your sources, you maintain an honest, open relation with your instructor.  This relation is "intellectual responsibility."

The goal of "intellectual responsibility" involves more than the private feelings of instructor and student.  The English Department and the college look on plagiarism as an extremely serious offense.  A student who plagiarizes can expect to be failed in the course.  Decisions on plagiarism are made by the instructor and the Dean of the Humanities Division.

Guidelines for Essays and Assignments:

Due Dates/Late Papers:

I require that papers be turned in on the specified date.  I will not count the paper as "late" as long as I have it by 3:00 p.m. of that day.

I will mark down any late paper (a paper handed in after 3:00 p.m. on the specified day) 10% for each day the assignment is late.  This will cause you to lose 10 points for each day the paper is late.  After three days, I will assume that you were not interested in completing the assignment and will award the missing assignment and "F."

If for any reason you cannot be in class the day the paper is due, you must find a way to get the paper to me or have it counted as late.

Submission Guidelines:

Follow these guidelines when submitting drafts of essays:

1. All papers must be typed or produced using electronic word processing.  Name, Course, Time and Day written or typed in the upper right hand corner of the page.  Put your last name similarly on the following pages.

2. Papers longer than one page should be stapled or paper-clipped together.  Please don’t fold the corners of the pages.  If you forget a paper clip or stapler, do nothing.  Simply hand in the paper in correct order.

3. If you are printing from a computer or word processor, make sure to use a fresh ribbon or fresh toner.

4. Papers must be double-spaced.  Use a simple, legible font like Times New Roman, Goudy, or Bookman and use either an 11 or 12-point size.  There is no need to use boldface print that often.

5. Take some pride in your work; turn in a neat, clean paper.

(Failure to adhere to any or all of these guidelines may result in my not accepting the essay.)
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
